MR. STRICKLAND: All right. In the absence of

Laurie Mikva, I would ask Sarah Singleton, who is the
other member of the -- of the voting member of the
Search Committee and 1"m the third member. 1f you

could update the Board and those who are on the call
about the report that was received without objection
and we"re now ready to publish.

MS. SINGLETON: Yes. And it was the -- of the
Search Committee that the -- 1 can never remember what
name we settled on, but the --

MR. STRICKLAND: Well, John Levi, you"re on
are you not?

MR. STRICKLAND: 1 think if the nominees are
they then have to take the next step to being

and if they"re sworn in iIn the interim, that
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is not at a meeting but just persons on their own
taking the oath of office before a corporate officer,
they"re in and we"re out, upon the swearing in. But
confirmation alone I don"t think is sufficient. Isn"t
that right, Vic?

MR. FORTUNO: Actually, I think the process is
nomination, confirmation and then actual appointment.
But normally that occurs within 24 to 48 hours of the
confirmation, and that"s when the president issues a
formal appointment. Those of you who have been
appointed know because you have those certificates
probably hanging up on your wall. But once the
appointment occurs, the swearing in can occur at any
time. So, yes, there"s confirmation followed by
appointment and swearing in. Generally very little
delay.

MR. STRICKLAND: A newly confirmed and
appointed person is sworn in. That person is not yet
in office. Isn"t that right?

MR. FORTUNO: That"s the way it"s been
interpreted here for as far back as I can recall, that

the oath of office, taking the oath of office is what

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triggers it. Although from a legal standpoint, 1
suspect that once the appointment occurs, it may be
that that"s the effective date, but it"s always good
for you to do.

MR. STRICKLAND: -- want to give out the
correct answer to Tom Meltes"s question, but I think
unless confirmation occurs, then clearly that there"s
no action. But if you have vote and confirmation and
appointment, it could be we"re just out as of that
time, and 1If you want to attend the January meeting,
you do so at your option.

PARTICIPANT: You"ll let us know?

MR. STRICKLAND: Certainly will, and I"m sure

John Levi will as well.

PARTICIPANT: I don"t think -- nothing is
moved terribly quickly, as you know.

PARTICIPANT: Could I ask another question
related to this? Since there are five nominees whose
confirmation is pending and there are three more
nominees who have not yet been considered by the Help
Committee, and is it possible that if some or all of

those are appointed, there still will be some members

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from the existing Board who will be allowed if the
other two have not been appointed, confirmed, et
cetera?

MR. STRICKLAND: Well, that"s correct. But I
think they are in three separate categories. You have
some, including John Levi himself, have been cleared by
the committee but whose nominations are on hold for one
reason or another. Then there are three names that
were announced this week who are just entering the
process and have not answered questions from the
committee, et cetera. And then there are two Board
nominations to be made, so there could -- there's a
possibility of a -- what you might call a bifurcated
Board in the sense of people being in different stages,
some holdovers, but I would think that three persons
who"ve just been nominated have a period of time that
would run well beyond January 30th within which they
would be working with the committee, unless they all of
a sudden start engaging In rocket science and moving
things much more quickly than has been the case in the
past. John Levi, did you have anything to add to that?

MR. LEVI: And when Washington gets snowed

under, 1 don"t think things move as quickly as they do
on the sunny beaches of California.

PARTICIPANT: I don"t know, Tom, if 1 keep
everybody there.

MR. LEVI: I really don"t know. So your guess
is as good as mine.

MR. STRICKLAND: John and 1 are monitoring
that process and we"ll certainly keep everybody
informed.

MR. LEVI: Thank you.

MR. STRICKLAND: Okay. | think we are ready
to adjourn, so I will now declare the meeting
adjourned.

PARTICIPANT: We wish everybody a happy
holiday. Congratulations, Vic.
